DAY 1 ARRIVE IN ROME, ITALY.

Tower, 180 feet high and no less than 12 feet out of the perpendicular,

A scenic day in Tuscany. This morning, visit Siena and walk through
ancient narrow lanes to beautiful PIAZZA DEL CAMPO, theatre of the
biannual Palio, Siena's spectacular medieval-style horse race.
