Meiji-Jingu Shrine - Constructed in 1920, the shrine is dedicated to Emperor Meiji and Empress
Shoken. Its vast ground consists of two areas: the inner garden, where the main building of the
Shinto shrine is situated, and the outer garden, which includes the Meiji Kinenkan hall, famous as a
wedding venue, and a sports stadium.
Imperial Palace East Garden - The former site of Edo Castle where Tokugawa Shogun lived. After
the Meiji restoration, it has become the Imperial residence, situated in the central bustling Tokyo,
yet it is secluded by the strong moat and lush wood. *On days that Imperial Palace East Garden is
closed, it will be replaced by going to Nijubashi Bridge of the Imperial Palace.
Asakusa Kannon Temple - Nakamise Street - The largest Buddhist temple in Tokyo with the
Kaminari-mon (Thunder Gate) at the main entrance. You will find many traditional handicrafts and
local specialty and snack along the Nakamise Dori arraying the path of this temple.
Tokyo Bay Cruise - Cruise around the Tokyo Bay, such as Rainbow Bridge and Odaiba, in a luxury
cruise ship. Relax at your leisure on the deck with cool breeze blowing towards you.
Odaiba - A large man–made island in Tokyo Bay, popularly known to all are the landmarks of
Rainbow Bridge, Fuji TV Building, a replica of the Statue of Liberty, Odaiba Marine Park and Ferris
Wheel, etc.
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
